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The China Program is pleased to invite you to a seminar on China’s Communist Party featuring Dr. David Shambaugh of The George Washington University and Brookings Institution.
 
 This autumn the world's attention will briefly focus on Beijing as the Communist Party of China (CPC) convenes its 17th Congress. This major meeting will bring to power a new generation of leaders and will unveil a policy program for the nation for the next five years. Yet, behind the headlines to be generated by the Congress, the CPC as an institution has been undertaking sweeping reforms to reinvent itself and strengthen its rule. These reforms have gone generally unnoticed outside of China. In his lecture, Dr. Shambaugh will draw on the research and findings of his forthcoming book China's Communist Party: Atrophy & Adaptation, to discuss what has been going on behind the scenes in the CPC, which is the backdrop to the Congress.
 
 Dr. Shambaugh has been Professor of Political Science & International Affairs in the Elliott School of International Affairs at The George Washington University since 1996, and is founding director of the China Policy Program.  He has been widely published and is a frequent commentator on China and Asian affairs in the media.  He earned his Ph.D. in Political Science from the University of Michigan.
